AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

CHANGE OF ZONE NO. 05-02

HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The Zoning Map of the City of El Centro, California is hereby amended to
provide:
