Response Time Report

This is the time it takes an officer to get to a call,
once dispatched. Based on Priority and Time.
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In 2004, it took us (in average)
4% longer to get to a call than

in 2003.
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Note: Response time is based on several factors: 1) Distance an officer must drive to get to
an incident 2) Traffic. Pending calls are NOT included because they are part of the

DI (Dispatch Time) .- It is the time it
takes a Dispatcher to Route a Call
based on Officer Availability and
Incident Priority.

AC (At Scene) .- The time it takes an

Officer to arrive to the incidents location.

CC (Close Call) .- The average time it
takes an Officer to close an Incident.

In average, in 2004 we were 49
seconds slower to sent an officer to an
incident and the officer took an
additional 20 seconds to arrive to the
incidents location (from 2003). This is
caused by the shortage in personnel
and the increase in distance by an

officer to arrive to the incidents location.

In 2004, our FREE patrol time was reduced to 15% (Our lowest ever, since
monitored). This is based on the average call length, the amount of calls and

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the number of officers available to take calls.
